Depending on your skills and interests there are opportunities to get involved with
other aspects of the Moor than meets the eye scheme such as survey work and
habitat management.

Skills and experience ideally required for this role

e Confident with people of all ages and abilities, particularly school children.
Good written communication skills.

Passionate about local wildlife and heritage of Dartmoor.

Some wildlife knowledge useful but not essential.

Some experience of working with young people will be of benefit.

A DBS check will be required (MTMTE will organise and cover the costs).
You will need to be computer literate using the internet and main applications
such as Word and Excel.
